The company will locate to the Business Park and occupy a little over 215,000 square feet of space on Venture Drive.  Rogers Family Coffee is primarily a gourmet coffee company, offering a wide range of top-quality, fresh-roasted coffee to their customers. They also offer distinctive, exotic teas, mostly loose-leaf, and bagged, under the East India Tea brand. Their Drake's Brewery offers award-winning, hand-crafted ales.
As a gourmet coffee company, they partner with coffee growers all over the world. When they first began traveling to their farms, they talked to the workers, explored the communities, encountered a way of life most people would prefer not to think about as they sip their morning cup of coffee. “These farm workers were struggling to feed their own children, even as they toiled to provide the world’s richest countries with the second largest commodity on earth, after oil,” says Pete Roger’s, Vice President of Operations and Green Coffee Buyer who often travels to these countries to meet with growers.  “As we thought about the children of the coffee farmers, and about our own children, we realized that their fates - and the fates all the world’s children - are connected. If we wanted to leave them a better planet, then we had to take action where we could. We set up our Community Aid program in 1989, and since then, we have invested several million dollars to improve the quality of life for the farmers and communities where our coffee is grown.” 
Rogers estimates it will take about three years to fully move all their operations from San Leandro to Lincoln and hopes most of his employees will make the trek to Lincoln and relocate their families.
